« Students who are historically low-income and educationally
S disadvantaged who need admission assistance and support services
to succeed in college.

« The EOP application is built into the Cal State Apply application.
Students can submit the Cal State Apply application without the EOP
portion complete and come back to it.

« Student can come back to the EOP portion of the application after they
submit until January 15t

« Some campuses require students to complete EOP portion earlier
(November 30™ or December 15t)

The EOP portion has a separate deadline that can vary by campus.
